In Re:  FY2013-2014 School Appropriations Resolution #13-160

Mrs. Parson addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the school resolution was being approved separately because the School Board did not approve their budget until after the last meeting.  She stated that the resolution was approving a total school budget of $28,456,686.00; she stated that of that amount, $7,158,139 consisted of local funds and of that amount; Greensville County’s portion alone consisted of $3,785,626.00. In Re:  Landfill New Cell Construction

Mr. Reggie Owens, Program Administrator, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that Staff seek the Board’s approval to move forward with construction of cell two at the landfill in conjunction with the north and south cells closing and the construction of the piggyback liner to fill the air space void between the two cells, increasing the life of the landfill by 2-4 years. He stated that by allowing construction to begin now versus 16 months, the County could save money based on engineering preliminary estimates in mobilization associated with the cost of construction.  Mr. Owens stated that by allowing construction now, would complete all cell development needed at the landfill until 2042-2043 based on Dewberry’s estimates of the remaining life of the landfill without future development.  He also requested authorization to advertise for bids.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, authorization that Dewberry Engineering advertises for the construction of the new cells at the landfill.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Golden Leaf Commons – Proposed Rate Increase

Mrs. Katherine Howerton, GIS Technician, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that during the budget work session, Staff informed the Board of the County’s rates verses other rates charged for a similar facility in other localities.  She stated that the facility was available for rent by individuals, civic groups, businesses and private parties. She also stated that the facility had been a success locally and regionally with confirmed rentals well into 2014.  Mrs. Howerton stated that Staff had recently completed the installation of the second petition and was now ready to offer weekday (Monday-Thursday) “Sectional” rentals. She stated that the rentals would be geared towards business rentals and training seminars. She then stated that the proposed rates were noted in the attached chart under “New Sectional Rental Fees” along with the proposed rate increases for weekend and weekday building rentals. Mrs. Howerton stated that Staff recommended approval of the following rate increases to be effective July 1, 2013.
