In Re:  Richard Short, EGRA President


Mr. Richard Short, EGRA President, along with Gerald Taylor, Vice-President, addressed the Board of Supervisors on behalf of the EGRA stating that he stood before the Board in reference to an emergency funding project.  He stated that the EGRA was going to host a Dixie Youth Tournament on May 28, 2013 for the minor league boys.  He also stated that eight other localities from surrounding areas were invited to participate in the tournament for as few as five days and as lengthy as seven days, based how the teams win or lose. Mr. Short stated that the ice machine was being looked at to be replaced and that it was currently 27 years old.  He stated that when the games/regular season was going on, it made ice but would have to be unplugged every day because the arbor that feeds the ice became worn out or not functioning. Mr. Short stated that Keith Morris with Morris Refrigeration checked the machine and stated that it would be more efficient that the machine be replaced.  He stated that it was a special type of ice machine that made snow cones, which kids loved.  He also stated that he received two bids on the project, one from Morris Refrigeration in the amount of $6,200.00 which included all labor, disconnection and removal of the old machine and installation of the new machine; the other quote from Joey Harper Ice-Matic, in the amount of $4,076.98, which did not include installation, removal, or labor cost.  Mr. Short stated that he tried contacting the City Manager, Brian Thrower, with no success, to see if the City would be interested in cost sharing.  He also stated that with approval of the request, he would be sure to make a request with the City on cost sharing of 50/50.  Mr. Short then stated that the EGRA had increased its registration fees.

Supervisor Ferguson asked for clarification stating that if the City shared in the cost, was the EGRA requesting approximately $3,100 from the County and $3,100 from the City, over and above all that had been budgeted for FY2014.  Mr. Short stated that was correct and that it would actually be a FY2013 request.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Mr. Vaughan, to approve Mr. Short’s request.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Citizens Comments


Mr. Whittington invited anyone present who wished to address the Supervisors, to come forward and state their name for the record.

Mr. Jeff Robinson addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that he was representing the YMCA.  He thanked the Board for their continued support of the organization and stated that they had been able to survive in the community since 2001.  Mr. Robinson stated that the YMCA had challenges in their budget just as the Board and that one of the biggest misconceptions of the YMCA was that it was different than a health club and that the fees did not cover 50% of the operating budget within a year’s time, so the Staff had to work hard to come up with the additional funds.   Mr. Robinson then explained the scholarship offered and commented on some success stories of some of the clients that had joined the YMCA.  He also thanked the Board of Supervisors in advance for its continued support of the YMCA to serve the community.


Mr. Whittington stated the County had been pleased to be able to be a physical partner with the City of Emporia, not only in funding the activities of the YMCA but the Boys and Girls Club as well.  He stated that there had been conversations that took place last year regarding equity in funding for he YMCA and the Boys and Girls Club.  He then asked that with the approval of the Board of Supervisors, that it be deferred until the next meeting to find out what action the City of Emporia was going to take with the Boys and Girls Club before considering the YMCA’s request.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to defer the request until the next meeting. Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Moral Obligation Reaffirmation Resolution #07-48

Mrs. Parson stated that the Reaffirmation Resolution #07-48 was a Moral Obligation Resolution approved previously by the Board of Supervisors pertaining to the financing of the wetlands mitigation project in the Industrial Park.  She stated that Staff was now refinancing the remainder of the loan at a rate of 3%, which was 1% less than the prior rate.  She stated that the resolution basically stated that Greensville County reaffirmed its moral obligation, but not a binding legal obligation, to prevent default in payment by the IDA.  Mrs. Parson stated that Staff requested approval of the following resolution.

RE: Loan by the Greensville County Industrial Development Authority from 

Virginia Small Business Finance Authority 

To Complete Improvements to the Shell Building

and Wetlands Mitigations Project

WHEREAS, Virginia Small Business Financing Authority (“VSBFA”) agreed to loan to the Industrial Development Authority (“IDA”) up to the sum of THREE HUNDRED SIXTY-FIVE THOUSAND FOUR HUNDRED NINE & NO/100 DOLLARS ($365,409.00), as evidenced by two (2) promissory notes dated November 17, 2006, one in the amount of $176,409 (the “Oran Note”) and the other in the amount of $189,000 (the “Wheeling Note”), contingent upon the approval of a Moral Obligation by the Greensville County Board of Supervisors; and

WHEREAS, the loan proceeds were used for the purpose of completion of floor and exterior site work of the shell building and required wetland mitigations in the Greensville County Industrial Park of Greensville County, Virginia, which enhanced the Economic Development of Greensville County; and

WHEREAS, VSBFA has agreed to extend the maturity of the Wheeling Note to November 30, 2016.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Greensville County reaffirms its moral obligation, but not a binding legal obligation, to prevent default in payment by the IDA of said indebtedness, which includes a moral obligation to make payments due from the IDA in the event of nonpayment by it (which obligation to make payment shall not be a binding legal obligation).

CERTIFICATION: The undersigned certifies that the foregoing resolution is a true and correct copy of a resolution adopted by unanimous vote of the Greensville County Board of Supervisors at a duly convened meeting on May 20, 2013.

In Re:  School Funding for FY2014

Mr. Whittington stated that at the last meeting of the Board of Supervisors, a Public Hearing was conducted on the proposed FY2014 Budget and Tax Ordinance.  He stated that it was recorded that there was a difference in the proposed funding for schools between the City of Emporia and Greensville County.  Mr. Whittington stated that Greensville County had more money that it wanted to appropriate for use for the schools than what was proposed by the City.  He also stated that the Supervisors instructed Staff to request that additional funds be approved by the City and Staff did so.  He then stated that attached in the agenda package was an email from the City stating that City Council adopted the attached resolution regarding school funding.  He stated that the City would be responsible for $3,372,513 and the County would be responsible for $3,785,608 in the FY14 Budget.  Mr. Whittington stated that it appeared that the City reduced even further their proposed funding to the schools.  He stated that the total for both the City and the County would be $7,158,139.  Mr. Whittington stated that in this year’s budget, the County budgeted $3,539,262 and that in order to provide the County’s share of the proposed school budget for FY4 as recommended by Emporia, would require an increase of $242,346.  He then stated that Staff now seeked direction from the Board regarding the differences between the City and the County for the Schools for FY14.  He stated that the Board could either accept the City’s lower funding level; or initiate the process set forth in the school contract to mediate a resolution.  Mr. Whittington stated that with the Board’s direction, Staff was requesting approval of the following Resolution.
RESOLUTION #13-139
APPROVAL OF GREENSVILLE COUNTY SCHOOL BUDGET FOR FY2013-2014

WHEREAS, the Greensville County School Board, on March 11, 2013 adopted a budget for the 2013-2014 fiscal year; and


WHEREAS, the Code of Virginia, 1950, Section 22.1-93, states that the governing body of a County shall approve an annual budget for educational purposes by May first or within thirty days of the receipt by the County of the estimates of state funds, whichever shall occur later;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Greensville County Board of Supervisors approves a budget consisting of $7,158,139 in local funds of which $3,785,626 is projected to be the County of Greensville share and $3,372,513 is projected to be the share of the City of Emporia.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to accept the City’s lower funding level.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Meherrin Regional Library Board

Mr. Whittington stated that Supervisor Lee resigned from her position on the Library Board effective April 30, 2013.  He stated that it created a vacancy to fill her unexpired term.


Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Ferguson, to defer the appointment until the next meeting.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Land Transfer


Mr. Reggie Owens, Program Administrator, addressed the Supervisors stating that Staff requested that the Board of Supervisors accept the transfer of the parcel of land at the Three Creek Solid Waste Collection site from the Water and Sewer Authority.  He stated that the transfer was to satisfy the USDA loan requirements to have the solid waste collection site deed recorded in the County’s name due to the loan requirements.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to accept the transfer of the parcel of land at the Three Creek Solid Waste Collection Site, contingent upon the transfer of title of property from the Water and Sewer Authority in the amount of 3.59 acres.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  I-95 Exit 4 at Route 629

Mr. Whittington stated that the Virginia Department of Transportation conducted an Interchange Safety Review at I-95, Exit 4.  He stated that as a result of the review, VDOT recommended the following:

· Widen the Route 629 Overpass to better accommodate turning trucks and trailers.

· Construct two-way left turn lane adjacent to the two truck stops.

· Replace REDUCED SPEED AHEAD signs on both approaches to the 45 mph speed zone on Route 629.

· Replace the SPEED LIMIT 45 signs at each end of this speed zone.

· Replace the existing WATCH FOR TURNING VEHICLES sign on Route 629 west with a larger 48”x48” sign.


Mr. Whittington stated that should the Board of Supervisors wish to proceed with the widening of the overpass and the construction of left turn lanes, VDOT should be notified so that the projects could be added to the District Wide Six Year Plan.  He stated that VDOT had already ordered the signs and would install them within the next 60 days.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the I-95, Exit 4 at Route 629 Safety Study.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Shared Services Agreement between Greensville County and the City of Emporia


Mr. Whittington stated that the Code of Virginia, Section 15.2-3830 provided that the cost and expenses of the Circuit Court and shared constitutional officers of the Clerk of Court, the Commonwealth’s Attorney and the Sheriff should be born by the County and the City in the portion that the population of each bears to the aggregate population of the County and City.  He stated that there had been some need for clarification in the last several years on how that particular code section was applied and the City/County had been negotiating the resolution of certain issues regarding the provision of office spaces for shared services as provided by the Code of Virginia.  Mr. Whittington stated that he was happy to say that at this time, there was a contract that could be approved by both City/County that would put the issues to rest for the next generation.  He then requested that the Board of Supervisors approve the contract to shared expenditures and that it be sent to the City for execution as well.

Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, to approve the Shared Services Agreement between the City of Emporia and the County of Greensville.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
