In Re:  Redistricting Plan


Mr. Whittington addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that located in their agenda packet was a letter of approval from the Civil Rights Division of the U.S. Department of Justice written by Mr. Herren, stating that the Attorney General did not interpose any objection to the specified changes of the Redistricting Plan. He stated that the letter was significant, in his opinion, that the Redistricting Plan developed by the Board of Supervisors met the provisions of the Voting Rights Act in 1965.  Mr. Whittington stated that some of those important provisions included the One Man - One Vote consideration, which stated the plan did not delude minority voting strength.

In Re:  VDHCD Community Improvement Grants – Resolution #12-17


Mr. Whittington stated that the County had received in the distant past grant money from the Virginia Department of Housing and Community Development (VDHCD) for its Community Improvement Grants, Indoor Plumbing Grants and other grant programs that dealt with new housing construction and existing housing rehabilitation not only in the Washington Park Sub-division but also in other areas of Greensville County.  He stated that the Southern Virginia Development Corporation (SVDC) was established to receive and administer those grant funds and to oversee the construction projects.  Mr. Whittington stated that the Greensville County Board of Supervisors by the enclosed resolution intended to hereby transfer to SVDC all of its interest in VDHCD Housing Rehabilitation Projects so that the SVDC alone would administer all such grants and loans funds as originally intended.  He read the following resolution into record and requested approval and authorization that the County Administrator be authorized and directed to execute and deliver any and all documents necessary to effect a transfer from Greensville County to the SVDC of all interests of Greensville County in any VDHCD/SVDC Washington Park and other projects.
RESOLUTION#12-17

VDHCD COMMUNITY IMPROVEMENT GRANTS

WHEREAS, the Virginia Department of Housing and Community Development has provided grants to enable new housing construction, and existing housing rehabilitation, in the Washington Park subdivision; and


WHEREAS, the Southern Virginia Development Corporation was established to receive and administer those grant funds, and oversee the construction projects; and


WHEREAS, several of the specific Washington Park projects were assigned to the County, when the intent was for all Washington Park/VDHCD projects to be handled by the SVDC; and


WHEREAS, the Greensville County Board of Supervisors intends to hereby transfer to the SVDC all of its interests in the VDHCD Housing Rehabilitation projects so that SVDC alone will administer all such grants and loan funds, as originally intended.


IT IS, ACCORDINGLY, HEREBY RESOLVED: That the interest of Greensville County in and to any VDHCD Washington Park housing grants and/or loans is hereby transferred and assigned to the SVDC, which from this point forward shall have all authority, and all responsibility, to administer the VDHCD grants and loans in compliance with the requirements of that agency.


FURTHER RESOLVED:  That the County Administrator is hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver any and all documents necessary to effect a transfer from Greensville County to the SVDC of all interests of Greensville County in any VDHCD/SVDC Washington Park projects.
