In Re:  School Board Appointment, Election District One

Resolution #11-51 – Restricting Thru Trucks on Crescent Road, Reigel Road, Moonlight Road and Otterdam Road

Mr. Slate addressed the Board stating that the resolution was required by VDOT in order to place the signs on the above mentioned roads.  She read the following resolution into record and requested approval.

RESOLUTION #11-51
CONCERNING RESTRICTING THRU TRUCKS 

ON CRESCENT ROAD, 
REIGEL ROAD, MOONLIGHT ROAD, AND OTTERDAM ROAD

GREENSVILLE COUNTY, VIRGINIA

WHEREAS, there has been substantial increased vehicular traffic on the roads and streets in and around Greensville County; and


WHEREAS, there is a desire by the Greensville County Board of Supervisors to prohibit thru truck traffic on Crescent Road, Reigel Road, Moonlight Road, and Otterdam Road; and

WHEREAS, the thru truck traffic would be prohibited on Route 614 from NCL Emporia M.P. 0.00/Node 363068) to Route 301 Int. (M.P. 1.93/Node 363064); and prohibited on Route 616 from Route 301 Int. (M.P. 0.00/Node 363068) to Route 614 Int. (M.P. 0.80/Node 363231); and prohibited on Route 663 from Route 301 Int. (M.P. 0.00/Node 363175) to Route 614 (M.P. 0.54/Node 363066); and


WHEREAS, the alternate route for thru trucks prohibited from these streets would be diverted from Crescent Road (M.P. 0.00) to Route 301 Intersection with Route 614 (M.P. 2.20); and from Crescent Road (M.P. 0.00) to Interstate 95 Interchange (M.P. 1.57).


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by Greensville County this 4th day of October, 2010 that Greensville County does hereby request the Virginia Department of Transportation to prohibit tandem axle and larger trucks on what is commonly referred to as Crescent Road (State Route 614/616), Reigel Road (State Route 663), Moonlight Road (State Route 616) and Otterdam Road (State Route 614), and that the Commonwealth Transportation Board for the Commonwealth of Virginia take all necessary and prompt action to provide for the relief of the aforesaid roads from all truck traffic.


Supervisor Lee moved, seconded by Supervisor Ferguson, to approve Resolution 11-50.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
