In Re:  SP-1-10, Roy Smith, Jr.

Mr. Lin Pope, Director of Planning, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the applicant was requesting a special use permit to hold a Special Event (mixed Martial Arts Match located 500’ northwest of the Satterfield Drive (State Route 633)/Ruritan Drive (State Route 640) intersection, in Election District Three.  He stated that Staff and the Planning Commission recommended approval with the following 12 conditions.

1. A Special Use Permit is granted to Mr. Roy Smith, Jr., hereinafter operator, for a Special Event, the mixed martial arts match, separate and distinguishable from any other special event held in Greensville County, on property known as Tax Map 20, Parcel 48B.  This event shall not exceed a period of time exceeding four (4) calendar days within any calendar year.
2. At all times be in compliance with all local, state, and federal rules and regulations, laws, statutes, and ordinances, with special attention given to the Health Department rules and regulations.
3. Porta-Johns shall be provided at a rate of 1 per 100 persons attending the event, if indoor facilities are not available for use.
4. Traffic control devices shall be on hand to safely move vehicles on and off the roadway.
5. There shall be no parking within the VDOT right-of-way.
6. A sign no larger than thirty square feet (30’), which advertises the event may be erected on the premises no sooner than thirty (30) days prior to the event.  Said sign must be removed from the premises within seven (7) days of the event.  While posted the sign shall be set back a minimum of five (5) feet from the right-of-way of all state maintained roads.
7. The operator may erect any signage deemed necessary to direct pedestrians and motorist on the event premises and related parking areas.  The operator may erect any off-site signage directing pedestrians and motorist to the event, but that signage must be removed immediately.
8. The event shall be established between 8:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. exclusive of set up and dismantling.
9. Noise generated by the event shall be in compliance with the Greensville County Code.
10. The applicant shall provide an emergency services plan ten (10) calendar days prior to the event for review and approval by the County Fire Official.  The Plan shall address medical and fire services to be provided during the event.
11. Utilizing this permit issuance date as the annual date, if the event is not held for two (2) consecutive years, the event will be deemed abandoned and this permit terminated.
12. Failure to abide by the above conditions may result in the immediate revocation of the permit.

Chairman Wiley asked the Board and the public if there were any comments or questions.  There was none.

Tobacco Commission Economic Allocation Grant Resolution #11-12


Mrs. Natalie Slate, Deputy County Administrator, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the Tobacco Commission had and annual allocation in the amount of $128,595 in Economic Allocation for Greensville County.  She stated that the amount varied each year and that the County could choose to use the money for any type of economic development and workforce training.  Mrs. Slate stated that the resolution would authorize Staff to apply for the amount to be used to help finish the construction money for Phase III at the Southside Virginia Education Center.   She also stated that with the approval of the following resolution, the Board would also be authorizing the County Administrator to sign and submit the appropriate documents.

WHEREAS, Greensville County has been approved for a loan from USDA in the amount up to $1.7 million for construction of Phase III of the Southside Virginia Education Center; and
WHEREAS, $700,000 from the Virginia Department of Housing and Community Development, $400,000 from a congressionally-directed grant, $125,000 from Rural Development and $1.5 million from the Tobacco Commission Reserve Fund will be expended on the Center; and

WHEREAS, Greensville County has $128,595 available in its 2011 Tobacco Commission economic allocation. 


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED the Greensville County Board of Supervisors wishes to apply for the sum of $128,595 of Virginia Tobacco Commission Economic Development Funds for the Southside Virginia Education Center-Phase III.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that K. David Whittington is hereby authorized to sign and submit appropriate documents for the submittal of this application and accepts responsibility for the accuracy of the application and the appropriate use of funds, should they be granted.

In Re:  Tobacco Commission Education Grant Resolution #11-13


Mrs. Slate addressed the Board stating that the Tobacco Commission also had a pile of money awarded for education purposes.  She stated that the Southside Virginia Community College would be applying for an unspecified amount to begin a Work Keys Program at the local college.  Mrs. Slate stated that the Work Keys Program was an assessment and training program that had been successful throughout the stated and Staff thought it would be very beneficial to both the employees and employers in Greensville County.  She stated that the following resolution would support the community college’s application to bring Work Keys to the Southside Virginia Education Center.

WHEREAS, Work Keys provides a common language between employers, educators and employees; and

WHEREAS, a successful application of the program results in increased productivity, reduced turnover and increased quality for the employer; and

WHEREAS, Work Keys benefits the employee through assessing their weaknesses and providing training to strengthen those areas; and

WHEREAS, large industries within Greensville County, such as Georgia Pacific, have expressed interest in a program to help train and retain the best work force. 


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED the Greensville County Board of Supervisors supports the Southside Virginia Community College application to the Virginia Tobacco Commission Education Grant program for implementation of the Work Keys program at the Southside Virginia Education Center.

In Re:  Granting of an Access Easement to the Residents of Washington Park (Evelyn Moore)


Mr. Whittington addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that Staff had obtained some additional right-of-way and the homeowner needed an access easement from Greensville County so that they could legally get their cars out of the driveway.  He stated that Ms. Moore was in the process of refinancing her home and the fact that the County now had some additional right-of-way, encumbered her ability to receive the financing.  Mr. Whittington stated that it was not intentionally on the County’s part and that the County would fix it.  He stated that part of it came from the new and better provisions and regulations from VDOT so Staff was requesting that the Board of Supervisors grant the perpetual access easement over the strips of property of those 10 property owners affected in the Washington Park Community.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to grant the access easement to the Washington Park Community.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
