In Re:  Patricia R. Knight – U.S. Department of Commerce and Census Bureau


Mrs. Knight addressed the Board of Supervisors and gave a power point presentation concerning the 2010 Census.  She then requested that the Board of Supervisors enter into a partnership agreement and approve a resolution to help inform the public about the importance of sending in the requested data received from the Census Bureau and the importance of every household being counted in the 2010 census.


Supervisor Ferguson asked what type of identification would the census workers have on so that the residents would know they were employees of the Census Bureau.  Mrs. Knight stated that their clothing and brief case would be identified.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to enter into a Partnership Agreement and approve a Resolution with the Census Bureau.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Road Matters, Keith Crocker, Superintendent

Mr. Crocker addressed the Board of Supervisors and reported on the following:


Mr. Crocker stated that Mr. Lomax was not able to attend due to sickness.  He asked the Board of Supervisors if they had any issues to report on.


Supervisor Ferguson stated that the grass cutting concerned him.  He stated that there was a problem with site distance.  Mr. Crocker stated that VDOT had been receiving a lot of calls concerning site distance around curves, intersections and driveways.  Supervisor Ferguson requested that Mr. Crocker continue to document when he had to perform extra cut backs at the above mentioned problem areas and send the report to Richmond so they could be aware of what was going on.  He also stated that he was afraid it would be the cause of a lot of accidents with the site distance problem.  Supervisor Ferguson further stated that without cutting the banks, it was hard to see a deer until you were directly upon it.


Chairman Wiley stated that she did not like the things coming down from Richmond and wanted the citizens of Greensville County to know that the problems did not derive from the Supervisors nor was it coming from the local headquarters of VDOT.


Supervisor Ferguson stated that he did not see any big savings when the crew was already out and cutting and that it should not take too much more time to drop the blades for the banks.  Chairman Wiley further stated that the citizens needed to start complaining to the state concerning the grass cutting.


Mr. Whittington read an email sent out by VACo to all Counties referencing a new round of State budget cutbacks.

Chairman Wiley asked if there were any other concerns.  There were none.

In Re:  Resolution #10-03 – VACo Resolution on the Spending of American Recovery and Reinvestment Act Grants

Mrs. Natalie Slate, Deputy County Administrator, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the Resolution was in support of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act Fund.  She stated that billions of dollars was available to help economically devastated localities and to help check for and provide jobs.  Mrs. Slate stated that monies were to help fund public infrastructure, green energy projects and other activities.  She stated that the Resolution was asking the Board to resolve to spend the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act Funds on material, goods and services that maximize the American jobs and help keep Americans employed to the fullest extent possible.  Mrs. Slate stated that it required the Board to purchase materials, goods, or services made or formed in the U.S. with the grant funds.  She requested approval of the following Resolution.
RESOLUTION #10-03

VACo MODEL RESOLUTION ON THE SPENDING OF AMERICAN RECOVERY AND REINVESTMENT ACT GRANTS

WHEREAS, the economic downturn is having a critical impact on everyday Americans who are struggling to maintain or find jobs in an increasingly difficult environment; and
WHEREAS, those same Americans are the taxpayers who provide the revenue to operate essential government services; and

WHEREAS, the Congress approved and President Obama signed into law the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act that will provide billions of dollars to help economically devastated localities and states immediately protect and provide jobs to millions of Americans; and

WHEREAS, those additional dollars will be used by localities and states to fund public infrastructure, green energy projects, and other activities that will require materials, goods and services; and

WHEREAS, our taxpayer dollars should be spent to maximize the creation of American jobs and restoring the economic vitality of our communities; and

WHEREAS, materials, goods and services produced in the United States and purchased with public funds will immediately help struggling American families and stabilize our greater economy; and

WHEREAS, spending for economic recovery should be used, to the fullest extent possible, to buy materials, goods and services that are produced within the United States, thus employing the very workers that pay the taxes supporting the economic recovery effort.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors of Greensville County resolves to restore economic growth and opportunity by spending American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funds on materials, goods and services that maximize the creation of American jobs and help keep Americans employed.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors of Greensville County commits, to the fullest extent possible, to purchase materials, goods and services made or performed in the United States of America with American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funds provided to Greensville County by American taxpayers.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve Resolution #10-03.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Resolution #10-04 Emergency Operations Plan

In Re:  Approval of Fire Truck for FY2012


Mr. Whittington addressed the Board stating that this was a housekeeping matter stemming from the budget back in April or May.  He stated that Staff had attended a meeting with the fire department and then notified the Board concerning the replacement of Unit #32 for the Emporia Fire Department.  Mr. Whittington stated that the information was presented to the Board but no action was taken at that time so Staff was requesting authorization of the replacement of Unit #32 on or after July 2012.

In Re:  Southside Virginia Education Center

Mrs. Slate addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that a press release had been given to papers throughout the community that the Greensville County Board of Supervisors had created a partnership between SVCC and the Mary Baldwin College.  She stated that it would be bringing a four year degree program to the Southside Virginia Education Center.  Mrs. Slate named some of the majors that would be offered with the four-year degree.  She also stated that on July 9 at 7:00 p.m., there would be an informational session held by the Mary Baldwin College at the Education Center.

In Re:  Funding Of Phase III by the Tobacco Commission


Mrs. Slate stated that about a month ago it was requested by Staff that the Board of Supervisors authorize Staff to submit an application to the EDA for the funding of Phase III.  She stated that an application was also submitted to the Tobacco Commission for Phase III.  Mrs. Slate stated that Staff had received approval from the Virginia Tobacco Commission to award a grant in the amount of $1.5 million.  She stated that the tobacco money was a match to any stimulus money provided and that if the County was not funded through the EDA program, it would not receive the $1.5 million from the Tobacco Commission.
