In Re:  Proposed Six-Year Road Plan


Mr. Lomax addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that there was no funding available for some projects as noted in zero on the handout and that the funding available for Independence Church Road was still the same.  He requested that the Board of Supervisors consider the Proposed Six-Year Plan as presented and that he would be glad to answer and questions.

In Re:  Road Matters, Joe Lomax- VDOT’s Residency Administrator


Mr. Lomax addressed the Board of Supervisors and reported on the following:


Mowing – Mr. Lomax stated that VDOT had a new contract and new mower.  He stated that the mowing would begin this week and that VDOT had a better contractor.

Rockbridge Road– Mr. Lomax stated that it was under construction and ready for surface treatment.

Adopt a Highway Program – Mr. Lomax stated that many certified letters went out in the past couple of weeks.  He stated that they received a numerous of returned phone calls concerning the letters and that four did not return the calls with the deadline being May 30, 2009.  Mr. Lomax stated that it was very important for everyone to call back but he did not want to call any names so he gave groups.  He stated that it was Forest Hill Baptist Church, Purdy Ruritan Club, Boys Scout Troop #461, and the Meherrin Ruritan Club.  He also stated that if VDOT did not hear anything by May 30, 2009, VDOT would have to pull the signs.

Grass Cutting – Mr. Lomax stated that the Town of Jarratt wanted to meet on May 12 to discuss ditching.  

Potholes – VDOT would be filling potholes on Highway 58 as well as cutting a few trees within the next week.

Illuka – Mr. Lomax stated that Staff would be meeting with Illuka on Friday.

Supervisor Ferguson asked about the rules and regulations of installing pipes.  Mr. Lomax stated that VDOT would do it now, but as of October 1, 2009, the owners would be responsible.

Supervisor Ferguson asked if the intersection of 633 would be moved.  Mr. Lomax stated that it would be veered to the right and back to the intersection.  Supervisor Ferguson also asked how many time the secondary roads would be cut.  Mr. Lomax stated two cuts a year and that Highway 58 would be 3 cuts.

Chairman Wiley asked if there were anyone willing to speaking on the Proposed Six-Year Plan.

Mr. Scott addressed the Board and asked Mr. Lomax to repeat what he stated about cutting the shoulders.  He also stated that the curve on Spring Church Road needed to be cut and that the community people were cutting it now.  Mr. Scott also stated that VDOT said it would be cutting the dumpster site and it was never done.  He also stated that he cut down the tree and that if VDOT was not going to continue keeping up the dumpster site than it needed to be turned back over to the County.

Supervisor Vaughan requested that the holes located on F-128 (Service Road) in Skippers, VA, be filled. 


Chairman Wiley asked if there were any other concerns.  There were none.

In Re:  Proposed FY2010 Budget

Mr. Whittington stated that the budget consisted of four funds.  He stated that the first was Fund #1,-the General Fund in the amount of $13,712,942; Fund #17- Solid Waste Enterprise Fund in the amount of $1,453,195; Fund #75- Local Capital Improvements, in the amount of $1,236,771 and the School Fund, in the amount of $31,493,805.  

Mr. Whittington invited anyone present who wished to speak pertaining to the Budget to come forward and state their name.


Ms. Debi Williams from the Victim Witness Program addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that she did not know she was suppose to have addressed the Board two weeks ago in reference to her budget because she was not told.  She stated that she sent in her budget request by Patti Watson on January 30, 2009 and assumed she would get a response back, but did not.  Ms. Williams stated that she received a letter from DCJS stating that she would be funded in the same amount as last year $51,000.  She now stated that she had to request funds from the City of Emporia and the County of Greensville to supplement her budget.  She also requested that the Board of Supervisors consider funding her program in the amount of $4,560 or consider funding her program in the amount as last year in the amount of $2,878.

In Re:  FASTA

Mr. Whittington stated that for the last 12 months, Greensville County had been working with the firm called FASTA which stood for Foam and Steel Technology Associates, Inc.  He stated that it was an industry that produced a pre-engineered steel and foam panel used in residential and commercial construction.  Mr. Whittington stated that the company would be located across from the Industrial Park on 34 acres of property along the west side of U.S. Route 301.  He stated that FASTA would invest $7.9 million in real estate improvements and equipment and create 150 jobs.  Mr. Whittington stated that average wage would be $14 an hour, which was an increase in the average wages paid in the community.  He stated that it would be an 80,000 sq. feet facility and that the Virginia Tobacco Commission and the Virginia Department of Transportation was great assistance to the County in closing the deal.

Chairman Wiley thank the Staff, Jack Davenport and Supervisor Ferguson for their hard work.

In Re:  VDOT Agreement
