Mr. Cornell Hines approached the Board and extended invitations to all members and the public to the annual Emporia/Greensville Moses D. Knox Freedom Fund Banquet.  He stated that it would be held on October 2, 2010 at the Emporia High School Cafeteria and that tickets were 25.00 for adults and 12.50 for children.

Architectural Services regarding Phase III of the Education Center


Mr. Whittington stated that Staff had advertised requests for proposals according to State guidelines.  He stated that Staff recommended negotiating a contract for Phase III of the Education Center with Baxter Bailey and Associates. 
Supervisor Vaughan moved, seconded by Supervisor Ferguson, with all voting aye, to accept Staff’s recommendation.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Energy Efficiency Inspection Program

Mr. Mike Veliky, Building Official, addressed the Board stating that back in March the County was successful in receiving a $297,000 grant from Mines, Minerals and Energy for the creation and implementation of an energy inspection program.  He stated that beginning on September 8th, Staff would be making appointments for County residents, as well as residents in the Town of Jarratt.  Mr. Veliky stated that in addition to inspecting the appliances, windows, doors etc., all residents would be receiving replacement LED and compact florescent bulbs.  He stated that the program would run for one year or until the grant funds were depleted.  
Mr. Ferguson asked what the life on the bulbs was compared to the old bulbs.  Mr.  Veliky stated that the life on the LED bulbs was 50,000 hours compared to 1,000 hours on the old bulbs.  He stated the compact florescent bulbs did not get quite as many, approximately 8,000 hours.  Mr.  Ferguson also asked about the lumens or brightness of the light.  Mr. Veliky stated that you would need to go up in watts to receive the same quality of light.  He stated that if you used a 60 watt in the regular bulb, you would want to go up to a 75 watt in the LED bulbs. 

Mrs. Whitby introduced the temporary employees for the energy grant.  Jennifer Gibson, Office Assistant, Ricky Dunn, Assistant Inspector and Ronnie Thrower, Inspector.  They were welcomed by the Board.

Resolution 11-36, Procurement of Debris Removal Services


Mr. Owens stated that Staff asked for approval of the resolution so that Staff could seek bids by competitive negotiation rather than the bid process for debris removal services.  He requested approval of the following resolution:
RESOLUTION #11-36

DETERMINATION TO PROCURE GOODS AND NONPROFESSIONAL SERVICES BY COMPETITIVE NEGOTIATION


WHEREAS, Virginia Code Section 2.2-4303.C. requires that when goods and nonprofessional services are to be procured by competitive negotiation, rather than by competitive sealed bidding, the governing body shall adopt a resolution declaring its intent to procure by competitive negotiation, and stating the reasons therefore; and


WHEREAS, the Board of supervisors of Greensville County, Virginia (“Board”), wishes to request proposals for debris removal in the aftermath of a weather incident; and


WHEREAS, the Board has determined that procurement of said services by competitive sealed bidding is neither practicable nor fiscally advantageous to Greensville County citizens; and,


WHEREAS, the Board has determined that the best interests of Greensville County citizens would be served by procurement of said services by competitive negotiation, to save costs which would be incurred to retain an expert to prepare in Invitation to Bid, to afford vendors some flexibility in making proposals, to enable the Board and the County staff to become acquainted with needed services through the competitive negotiation process, and to enable the County staff to personally evaluate the individuals by whom the procured services would be provided to Greensville County.


IT IS, ACCORDINGLY, HEREBY RESOLVED, the Greensville County Board of Supervisors has determined that procurement of contractors for debris removal by competitive sealed bidding is neither practicable nor fiscally advantageous to Greensville County citizens, and that said services should therefore be procured by competitive negotiation.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, with all voting aye, to approve Resolution 11-36.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Resolution # 11-37, Agricultural-Related Drought Designation

Mr. Morris White, Unit Coordinator/4-H Extension Agent, addressed the Board stating that VPI had experienced a vacancy in their office.  He stated that they had been receiving a lot of help from Dinwiddie County and Mr. Melvin Hill.  Mr. White stated that the County of Greensville had experienced severe weather conditions associated with an extremely dry summer throughout the growing season.  He referenced the emergency report prepared by a VPI agent that stated the losses.   Mr. Ferguson asked when the peanut evaluation would be done again.  Mr. White stated that the assessment was conducted in July, and would likely be done again to ensure that it was up to date.  Mr. Ferguson wanted to make sure that what was submitted to Richmond was accurate.  Mr. White requested approval of the following resolution:

RESOLUTION #11-37

AGRICULTURE-RELATED DISASTER DESIGNATION


WHEREAS, the County of Greensville has experienced severe weather conditions associated with an extremely dry summer throughout the growing season of 2010; and


WHEREAS, an Emergency Report prepared by the VPI Extension Agent for Greensville County, states the following production losses in area crops: Soybeans (full season) 50%, Soybeans (double crop) 60%, Corn (field) 85% ,Flue Cured Tobacco 15%,Upland Cotton 45%, Peanuts 30%, Pasture 65%, and Hay 65%.  In addition, drought stressed pastures have necessitated supplemental feeding of beef cattle; and 


WHEREAS, the adverse weather conditions have created a reduction in gross farm income; and


WHEREAS, farmers have been burdened with large increases in cost of production across the board; and


WHEREAS, the business community of the County of Greensville and City of Emporia, rely on farm income for the local economic base.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Supervisors of Greensville County requests the Governor’s assistance in obtaining federal disaster designation for the County of Greensville.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, with all voting aye, to approve Resolution #11-37.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
