In Re:  Proposed Water and Sewer Rates

PROPOSED INCREASE IN WATER AND SEWER RATES


WHEREAS, the Greensville County Water and Sewer Authority must establish rates for the provision of potable water and treatment and disposal of wastewater to cover the expenses necessary or properly attributable to furnishing the services; and


WHEREAS, the revenues of the Authority have decreased sufficiently as to warrant a rate increase of  twenty percent  in the Authority’s water and sewer rates for FY2009; and


WHEREAS, the Code of Virginia requires a public hearing prior to increasing the rates for the provision of public sewer service;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Greensville County Water and Sewer Authority is considering the adoption of the proposed schedule of rates for water and sewer service, dated April 6, 2009; and
