In Re:   Southside Virginia Education Center, Phase II

Mr. Mike Veliky, Building Official, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that Greensville County was required to construct a gravel parking lot adjacent to the Golden Leaf Commons Building at the conditions associated with some of the grant funding received with the construction of the building.  He stated that since there were two projects ongoing adjacent to the site, Staff thought it would be prudent to get change orders from both of the contractors and that Blair Construction submitted the lowest base bid.  Mr. Veliky stated that Staff recommended the contract be awarded in the amount of $103,530.00.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the change order in the amount of $103,530.00.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Wall Removal at Courthouse


Mr. Veliky stated that the General District Court Judges had requested the removal of some wall petitions that made up one of the Deputy Clerks Offices that was not being used.  He stated that the Judges wanted the space open up into one big room.  Mr. Veliky stated that quotes were requested from seven contractors and one was received from R.F. Howerton in the amount of $6,260.16.  He stated that Staff recommended approval of Mr. Howerton’s quote and the issuance of a Notice to Proceed.


Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, to approve R.F. Howerton in the amount of $6,260.16.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.


Supervisor Ferguson asked when would the project be taken care of and would the office be closed.


Mr. Veliky stated that the office would not have to be closed and that the contractor anticipated a time frame of about 4-6 days.

In Re:  Proposed Contract with the North Carolina Department of Environmental and Natural Resources for Uriah Brach Trail

Mr. Lin Pope, Director of Planning, addressed the Board stating that Staff had received a contract from the State of North Carolina.  He stated that last year the County applied for a grant through the Outdoor Recreational Trail Program with the Virginia DCR and made it through the first round but did not make it through the second round.  Mr. Pope stated that the present grant through North Carolina was administered through the Albemarle-Pamlico National Estuary Program which was made available to all 36 localities that made up the Chowan River Basin.  He stated that Staff submitted the application and was awarded the grant for approximately 1200 linear ft. of trail that made up only one phase.  Mr. Pope gave a description of where the trail would be located.  He stated that Staff recommended approval of the contract contingent upon a positive review by the County Attorney.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the contract with the North Carolina Department of Environmental and Natural Resources contingent upon the County Attorney’s review.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.
