Mr. Glenn Pair, Sr. – President of the General Education Association

Mr. Pair addressed the Board of Supervisors and made comments regarding legislation providing federal funding to states to pay salaries and benefits of teachers, school administrators and other essential staff.  He requested that the Board of Supervisors use whatever influence it could to encourage the School Board to include a $700 bonus for the year 2010 for School Board Employees and not supplanting the funding to the School Board’s Budget.

In Re:   Fuel Bids

Mr. Veliky, Building Official, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that bids for providing gasoline, diesel, heating fuel and propane for Greensville County, the Greensville County Water and Sewer Authority, and the Southside Regional Jail were received and opened at 2:00 p.m. on November 9, 2010.  He stated that Staff recommended accepting the low bid in each respective product category, as indicated, for a period of three years, beginning January 1, 2011 and ending December 31, 2013.  A copy of which is incorporated herein by reference.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Lee, to approve the fuel bids.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Presentation of the Southside Virginia Education Center Phase III


Mr. Whittington addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that Southside Virginia Education Center was a project that Greensville County had been working on for approximately three years.  He stated that several months ago Staff shared news that there was part of the funding available to construct Phase III, so it was called Phase III-A.  He also stated that it was proposed to be a 10,000 sq. ft. addition to the Education Center at a $2.25 million project budget.  Mr. Whittington stated that Staff now bring more news that another $1.5 million was awarded to the project by the Virginia Tobacco Commission bringing the project budget up to the point where Staff was confident that it could construct all of Phase III.  He then reviewed the floor plan and project budget stating that the revenues and expenditures of the budget were balanced at $4,553,595.    Mr. Whittington then introduced Mr. Gary Cifers with the SVEC, Mr. Don Butler, Director of Professional Studies with Longwood College, Dr. Jeannine Perry, with Longwood College, and Mr. Fred Scaggs, Regional Director with the Virginia Employment Commission.  They all addressed the Board of Supervisors stating their role/involvement with the Southside Virginia Education Center Phase III and what accomplishments would be made or had been made.
