PROJECT: TOWN OF JARRATT WATER TREATMENT PLANT SIDE STREAM RESERVOIR AND INTAKE

WHEREAS, Greensville County wishes to request that $6,187,506 be placed in the Federal FY 2011 Budget  for the Jarratt Water Treatment Plant Side Stream Reservoir and Intake Project; and

WHEREAS, the funds will be used to Design, Permit and Construct a side stream reservoir, intake and related appurtenances, to provide a reliable and sustainable water supply for Greensville and part of Sussex Counties and the Town of Jarratt ; and

WHEREAS, the County of Greensville will expend funds in the amount of $2,062,502 both cash as well as “in kind” contributions; and

WHEREAS, the total Jarratt Water treatment Plant Side Stream Reservoir and Intake Project budget is $8,250,008.

In Re:  Resolution #10-122 – DHCD Grant, Wood Fuel Developers


Mrs. Slate addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the Resolution was in support of submitting a grant application to the Department of Housing and Community Development in support of Wood Fuel Developers utility extensions in the amount up to $700,000.  She requested approval of the following resolution.

WHEREAS, at least $1,146,025 from Greensville County will be expended on the Wood Fuel Developers (WFD) project, and;

WHEREAS, it is projected that 39 new jobs will result from the implementation of this project, of which 36 will benefit low and moderate-income persons.

In Re:  Resolution #10-124 – DHCD, Southside Virginia Education Center, Phase III


Mrs. Slate stated that the resolution was in support of a grant application to the Department of Housing and Community Development for monies towards the Southside Virginia Education Center Phase III.  She stated that Staff would be in the competitive round in which the grant goes in March 31 in the amount up to $700,000.  Mrs. Slate requested approval of the following resolution.

DHCD GRANT – SOUTHSIDE VIRGINIA EDUCATION CENTER PHASE III


WHEREAS Greensville County wishes to apply for $ 700,000 of Virginia Community Development Block Grant funds for the Southside Virginia Education Center Phase III; and

WHEREAS, Greensville County will expend $900,000, the Department of Education has committed $400,000 to be expended on this project; and

 
WHEREAS, 10,000 persons served annually will result from the implementation of this project, of which 8,000 will be low- and moderate income persons; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that pursuant to two public hearings, the Greensville County Board of Supervisors wishes to apply for up to $700,000 of Virginia Community Development Block Grant funds for the construction of the Southside Virginia Education Center Phase III.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that K. David Whittington is hereby authorized to sign and submit appropriate documents for the submittal of this Virginia Community Development Block Grant Proposal.


Supervisor Vaughan moved, seconded by Supervisor Ferguson, to approve Resolution #10-124.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Grant Award from U.S. Department of Energy


Mr. Mike Veliky addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the program would be of great service to the residents of Greensville County.  He stated that Greensville County was a recipient of a $297,000 grant from the Virginia Department of Mines, Minerals and Energy to fund an energy efficiency inspection program.  He stated that the program would be open to residents of Greensville County and Jarratt Virginia for one year to perform an interview audit of installation levels, heating and cooling systems, duct work, appliances, etc. Mr. Veliky further stated that in addition to the final report the residents would be provided with LED replacements light bulbs with a life span of eight to ten years.  He stated that the grant would fund three positions.

In Re:  Landfill Engineering Services

Mrs. Slate addressed the Board of Supervisors and stated that the landfill had several projects that would require engineering services such as future permit amendments, closure construction and new cell development.  She stated that Staff had created a request for proposal, advertised for the services, reviewed 4 proposals and conducted interviews with Dewberry and Davis, Inc and Draper Aden and Associates.  Mrs. Slate stated that Staff recommended the board approve entering into a contract with Dewberry and Davis, Inc. upon the County’s Attorney review of the document.  She also stated that the contract would be for three years with two renewals of two years each.

Supervisor Ferguson moved, seconded by Supervisor Vaughan, to approve the contract with Dewberry and Davis contingent upon the County Attorney’s review.  Voting aye:  Supervisors Ferguson, Lee, Vaughan and Chairman Wiley.

In Re:  Trip to Washington D.C. Regarding County Projects


Mr. Whittington commented on the trip that the Board of Supervisors had taken to Washington D.C. to speak with Senator Webb, Congressman Forbes and Senator Warner.  He stated that the reason for the trip was to request support from all of the legislators with an application that Greensville County had with the Economic Development Administration, US Department of Commerce concerning Phase III.  Mr. Whittington stated that all three legislators promised to support Greensville County in contacting the appropriate people affiliated with EDA and voice their support for the funding requested from EDA.
