In Re:  Proposed Amendment to the Greensville County Code Chapter 18, Section 18-24. Fees and Charges (a), (b), (c), and (d).

Mrs. Natalie Slate, Deputy County Administrator, addressed the Board of Supervisors stating that the Board approved for Staff to advertise the Intent to Adopt an Amendment to the Greensville County Code Chapter 18 regarding Solid Waste Management.  She stated that Staff had advertised and had not received any comments concerning the amendment.  Mrs. Slate stated that the Code Amendment included increasing the tipping fee for solid waste from $39 per ton to $40 per ton and to become effective as of July 1, 2010.  She stated that Staff requested that the Board adopt the proposed amendment.
