In Re:  Proposed Order by consent with the Virginia Department of 
Environmental Quality
 

Mr. James Warf, Superintendent of Public Utilities, addressed the Authority 
stating that on October 8, 2010, Staff received a revised copy of the Consent Order for 
the Jarratt Wastewater Treatment Plant from DEQ.  He stated that the revised order 
addressed all the comments that Mr. Whittington had sent to Mr. Frank Lupini.  Mr. Warf 
stated that Mr. Slayton had reviewed the original and the revised order and gave his 
approval.  He stated that to upgrade the plant to eliminate the remaining items that had 
been violated in the past would take approximately two years to complete and there still 
may be some violations until the work was completed.  Mr. Warf requested authorization 
to enter into the Consent Order and authorization for Mr. Whittington to execute the 
order.
