In Re:  U.S. Route 301 South Water & Sewer Extension Project

Water & Sewer Extension Project – Mr. Moses Clements addressed the Authority stating that some of the stimulus money available was from the Department of Health for water projects.  He stated that in order to apply for the funds, a certain criteria were required by the application process. Mr. Clements stated that one of the provisions was a Preliminary Engineering Report and an Environmental Review Record.
